“I am going to King’'s Landing next week,” Dayan said’.
- “Voy a Desembarco del Rey la semana que viene,”
dijo Dayan’.
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El ‘Reported Speech’ vy los pronombres

Por norma habitual, en el ‘Reported Speech’ estos pronombres cambian a 3% persona
del singular o del plural; excepto si el hablante se refiere a sus propias palabras. De tal
forma que:

e I’/ 'Me'/ ‘My’/ ‘Mine’ -cambia a- ‘He'/ ‘She’/ ‘His’/ ‘Hers’
e ‘You'/ “Your’/ ‘Yours’ -cambia a- ‘Him'/ ‘His’/ ‘Her’/ ‘Hers’
o ‘We’/ ‘Us’/ ‘Our’/ ‘Ours’/ “You'/ “Your’/ “Yours’ -cambia a- ‘They’/ ‘“Their’/ ‘Theirs’

Ejemplos del estilo indirecto y los pronombres:
e “| am happy to see you,” Hermione said’. — ‘"Hermione said that she was happy to see me’.

e ‘Fred said, “l didn’t go to Hogwarts yesterday™. — ‘Fred said that he hadn’t gone to Hogwarts
the day before’.

e "“Have you studied here before?” | asked.” — ‘| asked her whether she’d studied there

before’.

gue aun no han tenido lugar,

e|os verbos modales también se ven afectados por el ‘Reported Speech’, a excepcion de con ‘Would’,
‘Could’, ‘Should’, ‘Might’ y ‘Ought to’

¢ Present Continuous’ -cambia a- ‘Past Continuous’

¢ 'Past Simple’ -cambia a- ‘Past Perfect Simple’

¢ 'Past Continuous’ -cambia a- ‘Past Perfect Continuous’

¢ Present Perfect Simple’ -cambia a- ‘Past Perfect Simple’

¢ Present Perfect Continuous’ -cambia a- ‘Past Perfect Continuous’
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El ‘Reported Speech’ v los verbos

o 'Will' -cambia a- ‘Would’
¢'Can’ -cambia a- ‘Could’

¢ 'Must’ -cambia a- ‘Had to’
¢'Shall’ -cambia a- ‘Should’
e‘May’ -cambia a- ‘Might/Could’
